Introducao

O CEPESE — Centro de Estudos da Populagdo, Economia e Sociedade, que comemorou em 2010-2011 os 20 anos da
sua fundacdo, conheceu nos ultimos quatro anos um crescimento notavel, por forca da integracdo de um outro centro
de investigacao, e da atracao que exerceu sobre numerosos investigadores e docentes das mais diversas Universidades
e Estabelecimentos de Ensino Superior, a exigir assim um sério esforco no sentido de reforcar a sua identidade,
coesdo e coeréncia interna, e de promover uma cultura cientifica comum, de exigéncia simultaneamente critica e
criativa, que lhe permita garantir um lugar de relevo no ambito do sistema cientifico nacional e internacional.

Nao iludamos a realidade financeira do Pais, a que a comunidade cientifica ndo podia ficar alheia nem imune,
obrigando a profundas alteracdes nas regras de financiamento da Fundacdo para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia, principal
entidade financiadora do CEPESE. A atribuicao do financiamento é agora feita em funcdo do orcamento global do
Projeto Estratégico do CEPESE, acabando com o equilibrio que existia entre o montante do financiamento e o
nimero de doutorados integrados na Unidade de Investigacdo. Ao mesmo tempo, os pagamentos por parte da FCT
sao realizados apenas sobre despesas ja efetuadas e liquidadas, dentro de critérios de elegibilidade cada vez mais
apertados e exigentes. Tais condi¢des representam um desafio adicional a gestdo das atividades desenvolvidas por
este Centro. Mais do que nunca, urge planificar rigorosamente cada agdo, ponderar os objetivos pretendidos e os
meios a utilizar para a sua prossecucao, assegurar a utilidade social e a exceléncia da investigacdo desenvolvida.

Esta realidade, contudo, ndo tem interferido com a qualidade da atividade cientifica do CEPESE, que continua a ser
desenvolvida de forma regular, preservando os objetivos do nosso Centro:

geral, ja que a formagéo de base de parte dos seus investigadores é plural;

se o financiamento publico e privado que recebemos;

e aprofundar a internacionalizacdo da atividade cientifica que desenvolve, através da sua integracdo em redes
internacionais de investigacdo, de projetos, protocolos e parcerias com universidades e outras instituicdes
cientificas estrangeiras, da presenca dos nossos investigadores em coléquios e seminarios internacionais e do
intercdmbio e acolhimento de investigadores de outros paises, reforcando, simultaneamente, por forca dos
temas abordados, a presenca portuguesa no mundo;

Assim, o CEPESE, ap6s ter acolhido 16 bolseiros no ano
letivo de 2008-2009, e mais 20 bolseiros em 2009-2010, decidiu, em 2011, abrir um novo concurso para a
concessao de Bolsas de Iniciagdo a Investigagdo, integrando cinco novos estudantes em projetos de investigacao
orientados por investigadores doutorados do CEPESE. A redu¢do do nimero de vagas fica a dever-se ao facto de o
CEPESE suportar integralmente os custos com as bolsas, dada a inexisténcia de qualquer do reforco do
financiamento da FCT para este fim. Para o efeito, foram ja selecionados os bolseiros e iniciados os seus trabalhos,
prevendo-se no final de 2012 a apresentacdo dos resultados da sua investigacdo em sessao publica. Além disso, ao
longo do ano, serdo realizadas vérias reunides gerais com estes jovens, onde serdo abordadas questdes
relacionadas com a metodologia do trabalho cientifico nas ciéncias sociais.

3.2. Projetos de Investigacao

Em 2011, o CEPESE prosseguiu vinte e trés projetos de investigacdo, seis dos quais em parceria com outras instituicoes.
Deste conjunto, oito sao financiados pela Fundagdo para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia, um pela Assembleia da Republica,
um pelo Ministério da Defesa, um pela Camara Municipal do Porto, dois pela Camara Municipal de Braganca, um pela
Camara Municipal de Vila Nova de Gaia, um pela Camara Municipal de Ponte de Lima, dois por empresas privadas e os
restantes pelo CEPESE. Concluiu ainda trés outros projetos, iniciados nos anos anteriores.

3.2.1. Projetos de investigacdo em curso

Envelhecimento e Satde em Portugal. Politicas e praticas

Este projeto, coordenado por Teresa Rodrigues, tem como objetivo estudar a relagdo entre o estado de salde da
populagdo portuguesa e o expectavel aumento dos seus niveis educacionais nas préximas décadas, avaliando o
alcance e implicacdes desta correlacdo, através do cruzamento de técnicas de analise demogréfica e econométrica,
que possibilitem uma visdo sistémica deste fendmeno, de modo a sustentar a tomada de decisdo no ambito das
politicas publicas de salde.

Braganga na época contemporénea (1820-2012)

0 projeto em epigrafe, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa, Jaime Ferreira-Alves e Alexandre Rodrigues, propde-se
analisar a evolugdo administrativa e as estruturas demograficas, econdmicas, sociais e culturais daquela cidade, assim
como a realidade politica, o patrimonio e as transformacdes do espaco urbano, desde a revolucao liberal de 1820 até
ao presente. Apesar dos trabalhos até agora produzidos sobre a Histdria da Cidade de Braganca, a verdade é que, até
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ao momento, nao existe uma Historia de Braganga que, de forma consequente, sistematica e rigorosa dé conta da
evolucdo do seu passado, no &mbito de uma Histdria nacional e urbana mais rica, mais complexa, mais
problematizante, que faca uma leitura histdrica e dé conta da sua originalidade e autenticidade, no dominio da historia
politica, das instituices administrativas, das estruturas demograficas, sociais e econdmicas, das suas elites, das
multiplas funcdes exercidas pela cidade, das relacdes cidade/campo, da evolucao, renovacao e construcao do espaco
urbano de Braganca.

Braganga e Zamora a Patrimonio Mundial?

Este projeto, sob a coordenacdo de Luis Alexandre Rodrigues e Fernando de Sousa, apoiado pela Camara Municipal
de Braganca e pelo Ayuntamiento de Zamora, tem como objetivo a realizacdo de um estudo que analise a
viabilidade e as possibilidades de sucesso de um processo conjunto de candidatura para a inscricao daquelas duas
cidades ou da regido transfronteirica na Lista do Patriménio Mundial da UNESCO. A delimitacao de fronteiras entre
Espanha e Portugal contribuiu para ilustrar alguns dos factos mais relevantes na sua historia. Tera ela existido, na
realidade, sob o ponto de vista histérico-cultural, entre Zamora e Braganga? Provavelmente nao. Estaremos perante
uma realidade transfronteirica, uma forma de povoamento/relacionamento entre gentes que sentem pertencer a um
mesmo territorio. Para além do patrimonio arquitetoénico e monumental, importa também estudar a possibilidade de
estarmos perante um patriménio intangivel suscetivel de classificacdo pela UNESCO, e que constituira certamente
um dos desafios a explorar no estudo de viabilidade.

As Relagoes Polliticas, Diplomaticas e Fconémicas de Portugal com a Russia (1779-1834)

Este projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa e apoiado pela Real Companhia Velha, visa estudar as relagdes
politicas, diplomaticas e econdmicas de Portugal com a Russia, desde o inicio do estabelecimento das relacdes
diplométicas com a Rassia até a instauracao definitiva do liberalismo em Portugal (1779-1834), um periodo durante o
qual a Real Companhia Velha desempenhou um importante papel na abertura das relagdes econémicas entre os dois
paises, no estabelecimento da Casa Portuguesa em Sao Petershurgo e na nomeacao do primeiro cdnsul portugués na
Russia. No ambito deste projeto, encontra-se em publicacdo A Russia de Catarina a Grande vista pelos portugueses
(1779-1781), que integra um manuscrito inédito da maior importancia para a histéria do império russo, e esta em
preparacdo a obra A Russia, Portugal e a Real Companhia Velha (1756-1834).

Histdria da Agéncia Abreu (1840-2010)

Projeto coordenado por Fernando de Sousa e apoiado pela Agéncia Abreu, com o objetivo de produzir a histéria
daquela que é a mais antiga agéncia de viagens de Portugal. Pretende-se com este trabalho estabelecer as origens da
referida Empresa, fazer uma recolha exaustiva de documentos relevantes sobre a atividade da Agéncia Abreu, nas
suas diversas vertentes (lojas, emissdo de vistos, navegacao, aviacdo, comboios, hotelaria, etc.), como por exemplo
carimbos, registos de embarque, registos notariais, contratos, bilhetes, itinerarios, aniincios em jornais e cartazes.
Com base nestes e noutros elementos, sera redigida a histéria da Agéncia Abreu, enquadrada na histdria da
emigracdo portuguesa para o Brasil, mas também do desenvolvimento do turismo de lazer e das viagens de negécios.
0 trabalho resultante deste projeto sera uma dos marcos centrais das comemoragdes dos 170 anos da Empresa.

Nobreza Medlieval Hispénica: séculos VIlI-XVI

Este Projeto, coordenado por José Augusto Sotomayor-Pizarro, visa a elabora¢do de um banco de dados que permita
conhecer as relacdes entre o Norte de Portugal e a Galiza a partir dos respetivos grupos nobilidrquicos, durante a
Idade Média (séculos VIII-XVI). O banco de dados tera trés vertentes: fontes publicadas; bibliografia; e catalogo
prosopografico e genealégico. No ambito deste projeto, iniciado em 2008 e que tera uma primeira fase de trés anos,
serd organizado um congresso internacional sobre "A Nobreza Medieval Hispanica", com a publicacao das
respetivas atas e de um Dicionario Biogréfico da Nobreza Galego-Portuguesa Medieval,

A emigragdo de Portugal para o Brasil. Dindmicas Demogréficas e Discurso Pollitico

Trata-se de um Projeto de Investigagdo que da continuidade ao Projeto A Emigracéo do Norte de Portugal para o
Brasil, que uma equipa do CEPESE, coordenada por Fernando de Sousa, em conjunto com dezenas de investigadores
portugueses e brasileiros, tem vindo a desenvolver nos Gltimos anos, e cujos objetivos passam pela construcao de
uma base de dados que conta ja com mais de 400 mil registos individuais de portugueses que emigraram para o
Brasil, complementada com a legislacdo portuguesa e brasileira relativa a emigracdo/imigracao entre 1835 e 1947;
os arquivos e fundos documentais existentes em Portugal e no Brasil, relativos a emigracdo portuguesa para este
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pais; os estudos que forem desenvolvidos no ambito deste tema, em formato digital; e um inventario exaustivo das
fontes e bibliografia para o estudo da emigracao.

Portugal — Uma Nova Era Energética? Energia e Ambiente como Vetores de Transformagéo das Relagées
Internacionais no Século XXi

Este Projeto, apoiado pelo Ministério da Defesa Nacional, coordenado por Teresa Rodrigues, pretende caracterizar
as possiveis evolugdes distintas da envolvente geoecondmica e geopolitica nas regides potencialmente fornecedoras
de petroleo e gas natural a Portugal, no horizonte temporal até 2025; avaliar as questdes de seguranca de
abastecimento energético de Portugal tendo em conta os principais riscos decorrentes do ponto anterior; e proceder
a um exercicio de cenarizacdo sobre possiveis estratégias de seguranca energética nacional sob trés angulos: paises
fornecedores, aliancas empresariais e opgdes tecnoldgicas.

Comendas das Ordens Militares: Perfil Nacional e Insercdo Internacional

0 objetivo deste Projeto, financiado pela Fundagéo para a Ciéncia e Tecnologia e coordenado por Luis Adao da
Fonseca, é estudar as comendas das Ordens Militares, nomeadamente, as Comendas de Noudar, da Ordem de Avis,
e de Vera Cruz de Marmelar, da Ordem do Hospital, no contexto nacional e internacional, enfatizando a sua
concecdo de fronteira e de projecdo em diferentes espacos politicos.

Emigracao Portuguesa e Italiana para o Brasil nos séculos XIX e XX. Aspetos Demogréficos e Sociais

Este Projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa, resulta do convénio entre a Fundacao para a Ciéncia e a
Tecnologia e o Consiglio Nazionale delle Ricerche, contando com a colaboracao de investigadores do /stituto di
Richerche sulla Popolazione e le Politiche Sociali, e tem por objetivo estabelecer uma analise comparativa dos
contingentes migratdrios e da legislacdo relativa a este tema produzida em cada pais, entre 1876 e 1974.

Artistas e Artifices no Mundo de Expresséo Portuguesa (séculos XVI a XIX)

Na sequéncia do Projeto Artistas e Artifices do Norte de Portugal (séculos XII-XX), que resultou na publicacdo de varios
trabalhos, incluindo um Diciondrio de Artistas e Artifices do Norte de Portugal, que apresenta um levantamento
exaustivo dos artistas que exerceram a sua atividade no Norte de Portugal, este novo Projeto, coordenado por Natalia
Marinho Ferreira-Alves, propde-se alargar o ambito geografico, passando a abarcar ndo s outras regides de Portugal,
mas incluir também o Brasil e outros Estados da América Latina, como a Argentina e o Uruguai.

Os Presidentes do Parlamento Portugués (1821-2013)

Este Projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa e Conceicdo Meireles Pereira, a decorrer na linha de investigacdo
dedicada a histéria politica e institucional do Portugal Contemporaneo, tem como principal objetivo o estudo
biografico dos individuos que presidiram as diversas camaras do Parlamento portugués, desde a institucionalizacao
do regime parlamentar em Portugal, em 1821, até a atualidade, dando a conhecer a sua atividade politica mais
relevante, e textos que ajudem a compreender as grandes questdes que foram debatidas no Parlamento Portugués,
nas legislaturas em que exerceram tais fungdes.

0Os Pagos do Concelho do Porto

Este Projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa e Joaquim Jaime Ferreira-Alves, resulta do protocolo estabelecido
entre o CEPESE e a Camara Municipal do Porto, e visa apresentar a historia dos varios edificios que serviram como
Pacos do Concelho do Porto, desde a instauracdo do Liberalismo em Portugal, em 1820, até ao presente, as razoes
que explicam a sua construcdo e localizagdo, a sua caracterizacao arquitetonica e artistica, e a analise dos
acontecimentos historicos que tiveram os Pagos do Concelho do Porto como palco privilegiado.

Os Presidentes da Camara Municipal de Vila Nova de Gaia (1834-2012)

Este Projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa, tem por objetivo tracar as biografias dos Presidentes da Camara
Municipal de Vila Nova de Gaia entre 1834 e 2012, detetar a sua acdo a frente do Municipio e apresentar a evolugdo do
quadro legislativo relativo ao poder local no Portugal Contemporéneo, no dmbito do qual os diferentes Presidentes da
Cémara de Vila Nova de Gaia exerceram as suas funcdes.

Os Presidentes da Camara Municipal de Ponte de Lima (1822-2012)

0 presente Projeto, sob a coordenacao de Fernando de Sousa, propde-se tracar as biografias dos Presidentes da Camara
Municipal de Ponte de Lima entre o inicio do Liberalismo em Portugal e a atualidade, apreender a sua acao a frente do
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Municipio e tracar a evolucao do quadro legislativo relativo ao poder local no Portugal Contemporaneo, no ambito do
qual os diferentes Presidentes deste Municipio exerceram as suas fungdes.

Sociedade portuguesa e doengas do envelhecimento

0 objetivo deste projeto, coordenado por Carlos Amaral Dias, é contribuir para o desenvolvimento de um Plano
Nacional de Alzheimer que ainda esta em falta em Portugal. Tal plano exige a prossecu¢do de uma investigagdo
cientifica no contexto da realidade da sociedade portuguesa a partir do ponto de vista das politicas sociais, custos
econdmicos, acesso a medicamentos, diversidade de terapias, apoio psicoldgico de prestadores de cuidados,
intervencao precoce, mudanca cultural e relagdes entre os direitos da saude e da informacao democratica para a sadde.

Empreendedorismo emigrante portugués em Andorra, Londres, Nice e Ménaco

0 presente Projeto de Investigacao, classificado como “excelente” pela FCT, coordenado por Ortelinda Barros
Gongalves, pretende identificar iniciativas de empreendedorismo de emigrantes portugueses em Andorra, Londres, Nice
e Mdnaco, avaliando a sua inser¢do nos contextos socioecondmicos, culturais e politicos locais, e simultaneamente,
comparar esta inser¢ao nos diversos territorios e situagdes em estudo, e identificar a sua presenca nos media.

3.2.2. Projetos de investigacdo em parceria com outras Institui¢des

AZULEJAR — Conservagdo de Revestimentos Azulejares em Fachadas

A existéncia de uma tradi¢do nacional no que se refere a utilizacdo de azulejos para acabamento de exteriores esta
patente no nimero de edificios que apresentam este material. Este Projeto, coordenado por Ana Velosa, visa a
caracterizacao de elementos de fachada de diferentes edificios a necessitarem de a¢des de conservacao, envolvendo
0 seu contexto histérico, tendo em atencdo os procedimentos de producdo, a sua composicdo e os fatores de
degradacéo dos azulejos. O Projeto AZULEJAR, dirigido pela Universidade de Aveiro e que o CEPESE desenvolve
enquanto entidade participante, procura também caracterizar as a¢des de conservacdo ja postas em pratica,
verificando o seu impacto, quer nos azulejos, quer no préprio edificio.

CUIUS REGIO. An analysis of the cohesive and disruptive forces destining the attachment of groups of persons to
and the cohesion within regions as a historical phenomenon

O projeto Cuius Regio tem como objetivo a analise histérica de um grupo de sete regides europeias, distintas do
ponto de vista morfoldgico, tipoldgico e histérico, de modo a estabelecer uma comparacao das dinamicas
disruptivas e coesivas de cada uma delas, num periodo de sete séculos, desde a Idade Média ao final do Antigo
Regime. O projeto, realizado no ambito da £uropean Science Foundation, conta com parceiros dos diferentes paises
europeus nele integrados, sendo coordenado, em Portugal, por Luis Adao da Fonseca.

LANDYN - Alteragées de Uso e Ocupagédo do Solo em Portugal Continental: Caracterizagdo, Forcas Moftrizes e
Cendrios Futuros

Os objetivos deste Projeto, coordenado por Mario Caetano, passam por fornecer uma imagem fidedigna das
alteragdes de uso e ocupacdo do solo; identificar e compreender as principais forcas motrizes dessas alteragdes e
construir os principais cenarios dessas alteracoes até 2040; e usar essa informacdo para o estudo da procura de
energia e das emissdes e remocdes de gases com efeito de estufa. Trata-se de um Projeto liderado pelo Instituto
Geografico Portugués, de que o CEPESE é entidade participante.

Medlieval Furope — Medieval Cultures and Technological Resources

Trata-se de um Projeto COST (£uropean Cooperation in Science and Technology), realizado em parceria com varias
instituicdes congéneres europeias. Maria Cristina Pimenta coordena a equipa portuguesa e é membro do Management
Comitee deste projeto, que visa a divulgacdo de recursos tecnoldgicos com relevancia para a investigacdo na area de
Historia Medieval.

Ordens Militares e Honorificas no Brasil e em Portugal

Trata-se de um Projeto de Investigacao desenvolvido no &mbito do protocolo assinado entre o CEPESE e a Universidade
Federal de Sao Paulo, sob a coordenacdo, em Portugal, de Isabel Morgado, com o objetivo de estudar as Ordens
Militares e Honorificas com expressao nestas duas entidades geopoliticas, divulgar a investigacao feita sobre Ordens
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Religiosas e Militares presentes no Portugal Medieval, potenciar os contactos cientificos entre as academias brasileiras
e portuguesas, criar plataformas partilhadas de trabalho e organizar iniciativas conjuntas.

SIHER — Processos de preenchimento sedimentar e evolugédo holocénica do sistema lagunar da Ria Formosa

Este Projeto, coordenado por Tomasz Boski, da Universidade do Algarve, e que conta com a participacdo do CEPESE,
pretende analisar os processos fisicos e geolégicos no sistema lagunar da Ria Formosa, resultantes das alteracdes
climaticas naturais, durante a transicdo do Gltimo glaciar para interglaciar, as quais se adicionam os efeitos da
atividade antrépica, contribuindo para a producao de previsdes mais realistas sobre a evolugdo costeira. Trata-se de um
projeto com um cariz profundamente interdisciplinar, recorrendo a analises conjuntas de dados provenientes da
Historia, da Geologia, da Geomorfologia, da Micropaleontologia, da Palinologia, da Sedimentologia e da Geoquimica.

3.2.3. Projetos de investigacdo concluidos em 2011

A Economia da Corrupgdo em Porfugal

Projeto de investigacdo coordenado por Cristina de Abreu, no ambito da parceria CEPESE / Policia Judiciaria. Tratou-
se de um projeto interdisciplinar, cujos membros da equipa de investigacdo provém de diferentes areas cientificas —
Economia, Direito, Histdria, Administracdo Publica, Sociologia e Investigacao Criminal — com o objetivo de analisar o
fenédmeno da economia da corrupcdo na sociedade portuguesa contemporanea. O projeto visou, como objetivo
Gltimo, a criacdo de um modelo eclético, incorporando variaveis econémicas, juridico-legais, socioldgicas e politicas,
a partir de uma hipétese de trabalho: a corrupcdo, enquanto fenémeno endémico a sociedade portuguesa, tendera a
auto-perpetuar-se, emergindo simultaneamente como variavel endégena e exdgena num contexto sistémico de
analise?

Valores e sua Influéncia no Consumo de Moda

0 projeto “Valores e sua influéncia no consumo de moda”, coordenado por Isabel Cantista, investigou as
repercussdes dos valores e das mentalidades no consumo de moda, a partir de uma perspetiva europeia, procurando
ainda estabelecer uma anélise comparativa entre os paises do mundo ocidental e os BRIC (Brasil, Rissia, India e
China).

A Santa Casa da Misericordia de Vila Real. Historia e Patrimdnio

Este Projeto, coordenado por Fernando de Sousa e Natélia Marinho Ferreira-Alves, pretendeu dar a conhecer o
relevante papel que a Misericérdia de Vila Real tem desempenhado desde a sua fundagdo em 1528, no plano social
e humanitario, e chamar a atencao para o seu importante patriménio histdrico, documental e artistico, no contexto
mais vasto da importancia que as Misericérdias tiveram aos mais diversos niveis, no plano nacional e no mundo de
expressao portuguesa.

RE S EARC H Universidade do Porto, inscreve-se nas atividades do Projeto “Cuius Regio — An
PORTO, 23 MARCH 2011 Analysis of the Cohesive and Disruptive Forces destining the Attachment of Groups
s e of Persons to and the Cohesion with Regions as a Historical Phenomenon”, apoiado
pela European Science Foundation. Para o efeito, reuniu os coordenadores dos
diferentes grupos nacionais do projeto (Dinamarca; Espanha; Estonia; Holanda;
Polénia; Portugal; Republica Checa; Roménia).

No dia 13 de Abril de 2012, a Comissdo Externa Permanente de Aconselhamento Cientifico do CEPESE reuniu-se no
Circulo Universitario do Porto, para se pronunciar sobre a atividade cientifica desenvolvida em 2011 e o plano de
atividades para 2012, tendo os membros presentes formulado o seguinte parecer, entretanto assinado e submetido
a Fundacao para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia:

Report of CEPESE's External Permanent Scientific Advisory Commission
regarding the activities carried out in 2011 and the Activity Plan for 2012

On April thirteenth two thousand and twelve, at three p.m, the Scientific Advisory Commission of the Research Centre for the
Study of the Population, Economy and Society (CEPESE), gathered in Porto, at the Circulo Universitario.

After the presentation of the Research Unit by its Coordinator and a meeting between each Coordinator of the different Research
Groups and the respective Scientific Advisory Commission members, the mentioned Commission, with previous knowledge of the
Report of Activities of the Centre and of the Report of Activities of the Research Groups regarding 2011, as well as of the Plan of
Activities foreseen for 2012 and of the CEPESE's Budget, produced the following report.

Report

Despite the economic difficulties, the wide range of topics that have been studied is characterized by the correct application of
methodologies of analysis in an effective focus and growing international cooperation, namely, the international networks
REMESSAS — Research Network on Emigration from Southern Europe to South America, and ECHIC — European Consortium for
Humanities Institutes & Centres; the mobility of CEPESE members abroad (seminars, collaboration in foreign publications, tutorial
work of Master, PhD and post-PhD researches) and other similar initiatives.

It is important to point out the outstanding dissemination of the achieved results, by means, among others, of its scientific journal
Populacdo e Sociedade and a high number of other publications, both digital and printed.

A special mention should be made to the online portals CEPESE Digital and CEPESE Publicacdes, the first gathering all the
institutional and scientific information referring to CEPESE, and the late with the e-books published by this Centre. In fact, the
Committee believes that this digital wage is the right course for the future.

One should also highlight the preoccupation to disseminate knowledge near society, particularly students, through the promotion
of the Initiation to Research Grants, despite the lack of specific funding by FCT for this initiative.

It was pointed out the vast amount and overall high quality of the scientific work (publications, research projects, international
seminars), as it can be seen at CEPESE's Scientific Report for 2011, even more considering the financial struggles affecting CEPESE.

On the other hand, we would like to underline the hosting of Brazilian, Spanish and Italian PhD and post-PhD researchers whom
have chosen CEPESE as host institution in Portugal.

Although the importance of the established protocols, whose numbers has increased during the last years, it should be made an
effort in the direction of their full operationalization and effectiveness.

The Committee welcomes the renewal of CEPESE's recent institutional image, which rendered more attractive its divulging
materials and its digital presentation.

The members of the Committee believe that the main challenge for 2012 regards the funding of the activities to be carried out.
Hence, it recommends maintaining the productivity amounts and quality registered during 2011, and continuing the activities
already in progress, for instance, by means of new collective partners, although it acknowledges that this is no easy task.

As for the Budget foreseen for funding CEPESE's Scientific Activity for 2012, although it is not yet known the amount to be granted
by FCT, due to the recent changes in the funding regulation, we understand that the sum foreseen by CEPESE is adequate to the
scientific activity planned, and it is welcomed the great effort made by CEPESE in order to find additional funding sources.
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With regard to the activities carried out by each Research Group, and once having examined the report of the Research Group
“Portuguese Foreign Relations” we are able to positively judge its scientific production. The source of this is judgment can be
traced in the importance of the publications, and their impact in the academic world, as well as in the opinion of the scientific
community and general society. One of the many positive aspects of this Research Group is the presence of scholars that own a
wide international experience in conventions, papers, scientific magazines. The most remarkable aspect of the RG is the extensive
and deep use of original and primary sources, both oral and written, that are scientifically quoted in all publications edited by
CEPESE. The RG objectives are always well determined and framed in scientific context. All the three international seminars
organized by the RG comply with the primary purpose to disseminate and spread the scientific results and knowledge gathered
during the research. Furthermore they tend to link the reconstruction of the historical events with the most important and urging
events of nowadays, focusing on political and social themes. The same approach has been used for the scientific production, that
is very well done and in some cases outstanding. All publications reflect the target of the research and are based on an
interdisciplinary approach (history, economy, sociology). It can be easily foreseen the same results in the works due to be
published in 2012 (three books). Lastly, it is suggested that connections with Spain should be developed through the Universities
of Valladolid and Salamanca, which have important research groups about Iberian Migrations to Latin America, and that such
connections are extended to the Group AHILA — Association with European Latin-Americanist Historians, in order to strengthen the
Portuguese presence in this Group.

As for the Research Group “Medieval and Renaissance Studies”, the Committee believes that this RG presents an important number
of researchers with a large projection in terms of research production, both national and international. It is also relevant the number
of PhD and Post-PhD guidance. The number of ongoing and quite active research projects, some of which integrating a high number
of Portuguese and Spanish researchers, deserves a special mention. Regarding the activities foreseen for 2012, besides continuing
the projects already in progress, it is foreseen an important calendar of international seminars. Among publications, the important
collection Militarium Ordinum Analecta will continue to be published, and in addition, the Research Group reveals a great interest
for the publication of original sources (for instance, the works of José Marques and Soto-Mayor Pizzarro.

In the Research Group “Economics, Society and Politics”, it should be highlighted the quality of the scientific production and
particularly the high number of PhD theses under the supervision of senior researchers from this Group. It is also important to
mention the ongoing research projects, quite diverse in their nature. Considering the diversity of the scientific diversity of the RG
members, it is advised its restructuration around two major scientific areas, one around Economics, Politics and Institutions, and
the other focused on Society, Culture and Behaviour, that could originate two autonomous Research Groups. Finally, it is
suggested the strengthening of the research projects in different scientific areas and a particular attention to the scientific
productivity of some researchers.

The analysis of the Art and Cultural Heritage of Portugal Group file is extremely positive, as we can point out the academic highly
qualified level of the members, and the diversity of the performed tasks, in the research and in the publication fields, and also in
what concerns the orientation of Masters and Phd theses, and post-Phd researches. It is remarkable to look at the wide universe of
approaches and themes studied in the Portuguese History of Art, and the real contribution of these studies for a better knowledge
of the Art in the Portuguese Speaking World. We must point out as a most relevant fact the development given by the
redhistoriadobrasilyportugal allowing an international share of the researches performed by the Group members. All the objectives
concerning the Group performance for the year 2011 were accomplished, through seminars, master classes, and publications. The
Art and Cultural Heritage in Portugal Group is carrying out for the last years a very meticulous mapping of the artistic sources in
the northern region of the country, producing studies with a most relevant scientific and philological value. These studies, linked to
restrict areas (such as Lamego, Viseu, or Viana do Castelo, et.) and researching in a systematic way several themes like the
Franciscan Orders, and the artists and artisans from the North of Portugal and their work impact in Brazil, proved their importance
in the development of the Portuguese Historiography of Art. There is a great opportunity to divulge these specialized studies in the
local communities in order to build a better participation and knowledge of the populations towards their cultural heritage; on the
other hand, it will be extremely important to insert this expertise in the social and economic tissue, creating specialists in
communication and tourism making possible the local development and therefore integrating their artistic culture.

According to the report presented by the Research Group “Population and Foresight”, 2011 seemed to be the beginning of a new
transition stage toward a new object of study. However, the recent interest demonstrated about demographic and health
implications related to population ageing already gave its first results, as one can see by the aforementioned report.
Simultaneously, the research about Security and Population were continued, proved by the achievement of several international
seminars, the publication of three books and the defense of two PhD theses, among other activities. For 2012, it is foreseen the
enlargement and deepening of the research in the mentioned scientific areas.

With nothing further to discuss, the meeting was closed at six p.m., of which these minutes were drawn up, and after being read
was signed by all members of the External Permanent Scientific Advisory Committee of CEPESE present at the afore-mentioned
meeting.

Introduction

CEPESE — Research Centre for the Study of Population, Economy and Society, currently celebrating the 20th
anniversary of its foundation, witnessed in the last three years a significant growth, by means of the integration of
another research centre and the attraction it exerted over numerous researchers and professors from the most
diverse Universities and Colleges, thus demanding a serious effort in order to strengthen its identity, cohesion and
internal coherence, and to promote a common scientific culture, both critically and creatively demanding, that
allows it to ensure a relevant place in the scope of the Portuguese and the International scientific system.

We must not delude ourselves of the financial reality of Portugal, of which the scientific community could not
remain immune to, forcing major changes in the funding rules set by the Foundation for Science and Technology,
CEPESE's largest financial contributor. The allocation of funding is now made according to the overall budget for
CEPESE's Strategic Project, put an end to the balance that existed between the amount of funding and the number
of PhDs in the Research Unit. At the same time, payments by FCT are performed only on expenditures already made
and paid, within increasingly tight and demanding eligibility criteria. These conditions represent an additional
challenge to the management of the activities developed by this Centre. More than ever, it is time to plan carefully
each action, to consider the intended objectives and the means for its execution, to ensure the social usefulness and
excellence of the research carried out.

This reality, however, has not interfered with the quality of CEPESE's scientific activity, which continues to be
developed on a regular basis, preserving the goals of our Center:

¢ to consolidate the institutional positioning of CEPESE in the scope of History in particular and Social Sciences
in general, since part of its researchers has a plural formation;

e toincrease its insertion in the Portuguese society, by means of the cooperation with the most diverse public
and private institutions, as well as the scientific projects and studies that we are asked to carry out, or that
we have obtained via public tenders, establishing a serious compromise with the Portuguese society;

o to develop research projects of excellence, or whose social impact is relevant enough in order to justify the
public and private funding that we receive;

e to promote Portuguese as a "language of international scientific communication”, in order to enhance its
use in the Portuguese-speaking world, while acknowledging the importance of English as a privileged
language for the Humanities;

e to promote scientific culture to the public outside universities, in order to provide a real contribution for the
expansion of the information and communication society;

o to deepen the internationalization of the scientific activity that it carries out, through CEPESE's integration in
international research networks, projects, protocols and partnerships with foreign universities and other
scientific institutions abroad, the presence of our researchers in international conferences and seminars, and
the interchange and sheltering of researchers from other countries, and simultaneously, by force of the
addressed themes, strengthening the Portuguese presence in the world;
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o to promote the necessary conditions for the reinforcement of its scientific activity, in order to fulfil and
surpass the minimums of productivity established internally and that are expressed in our Rules of Procedure;

o to spread the idea among our associates that an Higher Education professor is a researcher that teaches, and
not a teacher that only researches once in a while;

o to alert young college students for the appealing world of scientific activity, through their participation in the
seminars that CEPESE periodically organizes, and the “Initiation into Research Grants” it promotes, and to
support all those that intend to carry our master and PhD theses;

e to further develop the Project DIGITAL CEPESE, a web portal that integrates all the digital documents that
CEPESE already has or may have in the future, such as databases and publications, and that will also serve
as a platform of communication between researchers, inside and outside the Centre;

e to strengthen CEPESE's financial autonomy, diversifying its financing via institutional sponsorships and the
annual contributions of collective partners and honour patrons, in order to avoid being exclusively dependent
on the Ministry of Science, Technology and Higher Education;

e to obtain the statute of "Public Utility Association" from the Portuguese Government
These are some of the challenges that the Executive Board of CEPESE and all its researchers have to face in the

coming years, in order to ensure that this Centre, which is already an institution of reference at the national and
international levels, becomes an institution of excellence.

1.1. General description

CEPESE — Research Centre for the Study of Population, Economy and Society is an institution devoted to scientific
research, with an inter-University nature. It has its own bylaws, published in Didrio da Republica (Portuguese Official
Newspaper) no. 13, from 16 January 1990, no. 100, from 29 April 1999 (changes) and no. 244, from 21 December
2006 (changes).
Its mission is:
e To develop research in History and Social Sciences, through the publication and divulging of the obtained
results in books, in accredited national and foreign journals, and in Digital CEPESE;

e To promote and spread scientific culture throughout the Portuguese society, thus contributing for the
development of the information and communication society;

e To strengthen the Portuguese presence in the world, by means of the relations established and to be
established with the international scientific community, giving a special importance to Southern European
countries and to the Portuguese-speaking countries;

e To train and support, both scientifically and materially, young researchers, namely those preparing master
and doctorate theses.

Currently, CEPESE has 370 individual associates, from the most diverse fields of knowledge, as well as 14 collective
partners and honour patrons.

Besides its own projects, CEPESE develops research projects in collaboration with other universities and national and
foreign research centres, some of them via collaboration protocols.

Its research is developed in the most diverse areas of History, Cultural Heritage, Art, International Relations, Population
and Foresight and Security, supporting the accomplishment of studies, propitiating the debate of the research results in
regular and multidisciplinary seminars and scientific meetings, promoting their publication in its own journal, edited
since 1995, Populacado e Sociedade (Population and Society), which has published 19 issues (no. 20 already being
edited), and through the collections CEPESE publishes in collaboration with known editors, namely, £conomia e
Socledade (Economy and Society), Portugueses no Mundo (The Portuguese in the World), Arte e Patrimonio (Art and
Heritage), Militarium Ordinum Analecta and Globalizacdo e Sequranga (Globalization and Security).

CEPESE has its own premises, in an autonomous building from the University of Porto, whose maintenance is under the
responsibility of the Centre, composed of four working offices, two meeting rooms, two rooms for the Library, an office
supplies storage room and an archive. It is equipped with seven desktop computers with access to broadband Internet,
a server responsible for the internal network, numerous laptop computers for field work, four laser printers (one colour),
a scanner, a photocopier, a video-projector and a fax.

The base financing of CEPESE is assured by the Foundation for Science and Technology (pluriannual funding), by the
research projects carried out, by the support granted by scientific patronage, usually destined to its publications and the
seminars it organizes, and by the fees paid by collective and individual associates.

CEPESE has its own accounting, organized by an accounting office. Its accounts are sent to the Exchequer Office, in
accordance with the accounting normalization system, and its Annual Activities Report and Accounts Report is sent
to the Foundation for Science and Technology, to the Eng. Antonio de Almeida Foundation, to the Rectory of the
University of Porto, to the Civil Government of Porto and to all the entities that grant financial support to CEPESE,
besides being available on our website, in a digital version, after its approval by CEPESE's General Assembly.
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1.2. Organizational structure

CEPESE, as a non-profit scientific organization, has its own corporate bodies, the General Assembly, the Executive
Board and the Fiscal Council. Its organizational structure also includes a Scientific Council, and as a Research Unit,
of a Scientific Counselling Committee. Finally, CEPESE also has the collaboration of a permanent staff.

1.2.1. Corporate bodies

General Assembly

The General Assembly is constituted by all the founding members, the honour patrons and the associates in the use
of their associate rights, being the deliberations taken by the absolute majority of votes of the present associates,
except in the cases when law or the bylaws state otherwise. The General Assembly is directed by a president, a vice-
president and a secretary.

Fiscal Council
The Fiscal Council has the task of reviewing the accounts of CEPESE and presenting the respective report to the General
Assembly. It is constituted by three members, a president, a reporter and a rapporteur.

Executive Board
As the executive body of CEPESE, it has the competence to carry out the activities that fit in the purposes of CEPESE.
It is composed of a president and four vice-presidents, elected among the PhD professors who are part of the Centre.

We purchased several laptops for field work, as well as two desktop computers to replace outdated equipment,
according to the needs of CEPESE's staff.
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l1I. SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITY (2011)

Research isn't measured by the efforts undertaken, but
by the results achieved.

3.1. Support to research

Travelling in Portugal and abroad

CEPESE supported the travelling costs of researchers to foreign countries, namely for the presentation of papers in
international seminars and scientific meetings, in Europe and America, in the extent of research projects in progress;
and continued to support expenses regarding the displacement of its researchers in Portuguese territory, in the
scope of their scientific activity.

Support to researchers for the attainment of master and doctorate degrees

CEPESE, as usual, continued to support, financially and scientifically, its associates that are currently preparing
master and doctorate theses, namely, by means of the acquisition of bibliography, scientific guidance, and by
contributing with expenses directly related with the research.

Library and Documentation Centre

CEPESE's Library, that already counts with over 8 000 volumes, continued to be enriched with new acquisitions, and
as usual, our associates may suggest new purchases that fit in their research projects. The exchange policy with
Portuguese and foreign scientific journals in the scope of Social Sciences was continued. All the titles that are part of
CEPESE's Library can be searched in our website (including the articles of the most relevant scientific journals).
Together with the Library, it functions a Documentation Centre, with CDs, DVDs and other sources.

Hiring of doctorates

In the extent of FCT's “Programme contracts with institutions in the national science and technology system - Science
2007/2008", an international jury gathered by CEPESE selected four PhD researchers, Maria Cristina Pimenta and Isilda
Monteiro (Science 2007), and José Francisco Queiroz and Paula Cristina Cardona (Science 2008). Thus, CEPESE counted
during 2011 with the contribution of four PhD researchers working full time and exclusively for this Unit, each one
carrying out their own scientific projects, besides supporting the activities of the Centre.

Integration into Research Grants

This initiative, which aims to host in research units university students with good academic performance, in order to
encourage and develop critical sense, creativity and autonomy through research, has proved to be a considerable
success as evidenced both by the number of applications and the quality of final presentations. Thus, CEPESE, after
having hosted 16 fellows in the 2008-2009 school year, and 20 fellows in 2009-2010, decided in 2011 to open a
new tender for Integration into Research Grants, with five students taking part in research projects supervised by
CEPESE PhD researchers. The decrease of the number of vacancies is due to the fact that CEPESE supports the full
costs with the grants, given the absence of any increased funding by FCT for this purpose. To this end, the fellows
have been selected and started to work, and it is expected in late 2012 the public presentation of the results of their
research. In addition, throughout the year, it will be held several meetings with the students, which will address
issues related to the methodology of scientific research in the social sciences.

Programme for Professional Training

Under the scope of the Programme for Professional Training promoted by the Portuguese Institute for Work and
Professional Training, and following the example of the last few years, CEPESE welcomed until August 2011 a
young graduate, Joana Martins (master student in International Relations). This programme already resulted in
the hiring of three full-time collaborators of CEPESE, Ricardo Rocha, Bruno Rodrigues and Nuno Matias.

Week of Science and Technology 2011

Between 21 and 26 November 2011, in the scope of the Week of Science and Technology, an initiative of the
Programme Ciéncia Viva (Science Alive), led by the National Agency for the Scientific and Technological Culture,
CEPESE received small groups of university students, an action aimed at presenting the activity developed by a
research centre in social sciences and humanities and to promote research among young students. In all these
meetings at CEPESE, the students were offered works published by our Centre.

Internships for foreign doctorate and post-doctorate students

CEPESE hosted, in 2011, several foreign students, beginning with the Italian PhD student Giovanni Battista Tedesco,
who is researching Nicolau Nasoni: rediscovering an Italian artist in the 18" century, as part of his doctorate in Art
History, supervised by Professors Jaime Ferreira-Alves and Licia Rosas, CEPESE's researchers.
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With regard to post-doctoral projects, last year CEPESE hosted three post-doctoral researchers from Spain: Pablo
Otero Maseda, who develops his postdoctoral studies in the field of Medieval History under the theme The Galician
Exile in Portugal (1369-1479), under the supervision of José Augusto Sotomayor-Pizarro; Ines Calderon Medina, who
studied 7he Leonese Nobility between the Expansion and the Crisis (1230-1312), also under the supervision of
Sotomayor-Pizarro; and Marica Lopez Calderon, who carries out her work on the Cu/tural invariants in the study of
sculpture at Euro-Region Galicia-Northern Portugal during the Modern Age, supervised by professor Natalia Marinho
Ferreira-Alves.

CEPESE also hosted two Brazilian researchers who are developing post-doctoral projects: Cybele Vidal Neto
Fernandes, with the work 7he study of woodcarving developed in the 19" century in Porto as a strateqy to
understand the solutions of woodcarving in Rio de Janeiro in the same period, under the supervision of Natalia
Marinho Ferreira-Alves; and Roseli Boschilia, who studied A new port of arrival, Portuguese migration to Parand
(1853-1889), under the supervision of Fernando de Sousa.

A final note for the short-term fellows of the Spanish postdoctoral researchers José Lopez Vazquez, who developed
the project Artistic relations between the sculpture of Galicia and Northern Portugal, and José Maldonado Escribano,
with the project Farms in Portugal and their relation with the rural architecture of Extremadura, both under the
supervision of Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves.

3.2. Research Projects

In 2011, CEPESE carried out twenty-three research projects, six of them in partnership with other institutions. From
this group, eight are funded by the Foundation for Science and Technology, one by the Portuguese Parliament, one
by the Ministry of Defence, one by the Municipality of Porto, two by the Municipality of Braganca, one by the
Municipality of Vila Nova de Gaia, one by the Municipality of Ponte de Lima, two by private companies and the
remaining ones by CEPESE. Furthermore, three projects initiated in previous years were concluded.

3.2.1. Own Research Projects

Aging and Health in Portugal. Policies and practices

This project, coordinated by Teresa Rodrigues, aims at studying the relationship between the health state of the
Portuguese population and the expected increase in its educational levels in the coming decades, assessing the
scope and implications of this co-relationship, through the intersection of techniques of demographic and
econometric analysis, to allow a systemic view of this phenomenon in order to support decision-making within
public health policies.

Braganga in the Contemporary Age (1820-2012)

Coordinated by Fernando de Sousa, Jaime Ferreira-Alves and Alexandre Rodrigues, this Project aims to analyse the
administrative evolution and the demographic, economic, social and cultural structures that the city of Braganca, as
well as its political reality, heritage and the transformations of the urban space, since the liberal revolution of 1820
to the present. Despite the work achieved in this regard, the truth is that, until now, there is not a History of
Braganca which, on a consistent, systematic and rigorous manner, presents the evolution of its past as part of a
richer national and urban history, with an historical review on its originality and authenticity, in the field of political
history, administrative institutions, demographic, social and economic structures, etc.

Braganga and Zamora as World Heritage?

This project, under the supervision of Luis Alexandre Rodrigues and Fernando de Sousa, in collaboration with the
Braganca Municipal Government and the Ayuntamiento of Zamora, aims at carrying out a study that analyses the
feasibility and success possibilities of a joint application process for the registration of those both cities or the cross-
border region where there are located in the UNESCO World Heritage List. The delimitation of borders between
Spain and Portugal helped to illustrate some of the most important events in its history. In addition to the
architectural and monumental heritage, we should also study the possibility of an intangible heritage that may
deserve UNESCO's classification, which will surely be one of the challenges to explore in this feasibility study.
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The political, diplomatic and economic relations from Portugal with Russia (1779-1834)

This project, led by Fernando de Sousa and sponsored by the Royal Oporto Wine Company, aims to study the
political, diplomatic and economic relations of Portugal with Russia since the beginning of the establishment of
diplomatic relations with Russia until the definitive establishment of Liberalism in Portugal ( 1779-1834), a period
during which the Royal Oporto Wine Company played an important role in opening up economic relations between
the two countries, the establishment of the Portuguese House in St. Petersburg and the appointment of the first
Portuguese consul in Russia. In the scope of this project it will be published the work Catherine the Great’s Russia
seen by the Portuguese (1779-1781), which includes an unpublished manuscript of the utmost importance for the
history of the Russian empire, and a work under the title Russia, Portugal and the Royal Oporto Wine Company
(1756-1834)is also in preparation.

The History of Agéncia Abreu (1840-2012)

Coordinated by Fernando de Sousa and supported by Agéncia Abreu, this Project aims at studying the history of the
oldest travel agency in Portugal. The purpose is to establish the origins of that company, to carry out a
comprehensive collection of documents relevant for the understanding of Agéncia Abreu's functioning, in its various
forms (shopping, visa issuing, shipping, aviation, trains, hotels, etc.) such as stamps, shipping records, deeds,
contracts, tickets, itineraries, advertisements in newspapers and posters. Based on these and other elements, it will
be written the history of Agéncia Abreu, in the context of the history of Portuguese emigration to Brazil, but also the
development of leisure tourism and business travel. The publication resulting from this project will be one of the
major milestones of the celebrations of the 170" anniversary of this Company.

Medlieval Hispanic Nobility: 8" to 16" centuries

This Project, coordinated by Sotomayor Pizarro, aims to compile a database to ascertain the relationship between
Northern Portugal and Galicia nobility groups during the Middle Ages (8" to 16" centuries). The database will have
three sections: published sources, bibliography, and prosopographical and genealogical catalogue. In the extent of
this Project, initiated in 2008 and that will have an initial three-year phase, it will be organized an international
congress on "Medieval Hispanic Nobility", with the publication of their proceedings and a Biographical Dictionary of
the Medlieval Galician-Portuguese Nobility.

Emigration from Portugal to Brazil. Demographic dynamics and political speech

This Research Project will continue the Project "Emigration from Northern Portugal to Brazil", that a team from
CEPESE, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa, together with numerous Portuguese and Brazilian researchers, is
developing since 2005, and whose goals are to build a database with the individual records of Portuguese emigrants
that went to Brazil (which already has more than 300 thousand individual records), complemented with the Brazilian
and Portuguese legislation on emigration / immigration between 1835 and 1947, archives and documental funds in
Portugal and Brazil, regarding the Portuguese emigration to this country, studies developed around this theme in
digital format, and a comprehensive inventory of sources and bibliography for the study of emigration.

Portugal — A New Energetic Era? Energy and Environment as transformation vectors of International Relations in the
21" Century

This new Project, supported by the Portuguese Ministry of National Defence, coordinated by Teresa Rodrigues, aims
at characterizing possible evolutions of different geo-economic and geopolitical environment in the regions that are
potential suppliers of oil and natural gas to Portugal, until the year 2025; to evaluate safety issues regarding energy
supply in Portugal taking into account the main risks referred in the previous point; and to carry out a scenario of
possible strategies for national energy security from three perspectives: supplying countries, business alliances and
technological options.

Commanderies of Military Orders: national profile and international integration

The aim of this project, financed by the Foundation for Science and Technology and coordinated by Luis Adao da
Fonseca, is to study the commanderies of the military orders, namely the orders of Noudar, Avis and Vera Cruz de
Marmelar, in the national and international contexts, emphasizing their concepts of border and projection in
different political spaces.
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Portuguese and Italian emigration fo Brazil in the 19" and 20" centuries: demographic and social aspects

This project, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa, results from the agreement between the Foundation for Science and
Technology and the Consiglio Nazionale delle Ricerche, with the participation of researchers from the /stituto di
Richerche sulla Popolazione e le Politiche Sociali, aiming at establishing a comparative analysis of the migratory
contingents and legislation on this subject produced in each country.

Artists and Artisans in the Portuguese Speaking Word (16" to 19" centuries)

Following the Project Artists and Artisans in Northern Portugal (12" to 20" centuries), which resulted in the
publication of several works, including a Dictionary of Artists and Artists from Northern Portugal, which presents a
comprehensive survey of artists who carried out their activity in Northern Portugal, this new Project, coordinated by
Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves, proposes to expand the geographic scope, now including not only other regions of
Portugal, but also Brazil and other Latin American countries, such as Argentina and Uruguay.

The Presidents of the Portuguese Parliament (1821-2013)

This project, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa and Conceicao Meireles Pereira, taking place in the scope of the
research line devoted to the political and institutional history of Contemporary Portugal, has as its main objective
the biographical study of the individuals who presided over the various chambers of the Portuguese Parliament,
since the institutionalization of the parliamentary regime in Portugal in 1821 to the present time, presenting their
most relevant political activities, together with texts that help us understand the major issues that were discussed in
the Portuguese Parliament during their respective legislatures.

Porfo’s City Halls

This project, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa and Joaquim Jaime Ferreira-Alves, follows the protocol established
between CEPESE and Porto’s Municipal Government, and aims to present the history of the various buildings that
served as Porto’s City Halls, since the introduction of Liberalism in Portugal in 1820 until the present, the reasons
behind their construction and location, their architectural and artistic characterization, and the analysis of historical
events that had the Porto’s City Halls as privileged sets.

The Mayors of Vila Nova de Gaia (1834-2012)

This project, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa, aims to trace the biographies of the Mayors of Vila Nova de Gaia
between 1834 and 2012, understanding their action regarding the Municipality and presenting the evolution of the
legislative framework for local government in Contemporary Portugal, under which the different mayors of Vila
Nova de Gaia exercised their functions.

The Mayors of Ponte de Lima (1822-2012)

This project, coordinated by Fernando de Sousa, proposes to trace the biographies of the Mayors of Ponte de Lima
between the beginning of Liberalism in Portugal and the present time, similarly to what was already done with
Porto by a CEPESE team.

Portuguese society and aging-associated diseases

The aim of this project is to contribute for the development of a National Alzheimer's Plan, still missing in Portugal.
This plan requires the pursuit of scientific research in the context of the reality of Portuguese society, regarding
economic costs, access to medication, variety of therapies, psychological support for caretakers, early intervention,
cultural change and the relations between health rights and democratic health information.

Portuguese Entrepreneurship in Andorra, London, Nice and Monaco. Economic enclaves and social and cultural
integration process

This Project, classified as “Excellent” by the Foundation for Science and Technology, coordinated by Ortelinda
Barros Goncalves, aims at understanding the migratory courses, its typologies, the social dynamics produced and
reproduced, as well as the personal and historical processes of the Portuguese emigrants that were able to establish
themselves as entrepreneurs in the European regions of Andorra, London, Nice and Monaco, and simultaneously
compare their integration in the different territories under study and identify their presence in the media.
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3.2.2. Research projects in partnership with other institutions

AZULEJAR — Conservation of tiles on fagades

The existence of a national tradition with respect to the use of tiles to exterior finishing is reflected in the number of
buildings using this material. This project, coordinated by Ana Velosa, aims at the characterization of facade
elements in different buildings in need of conservation actions involving their historical context, taking into account
the production processes, composition and degree of deterioration. This project, led by the University of Aveiro and
that CEPESE develops as a participating partner, tries to characterize the conservation measures already undertaken,
checking their impact both on the tiles, and the building itself.

CUIUS REGIO. An analysis of the cohesive and disruptive forces destining the attachment of groups of persons to
and the cohesion within regions as a historical phenomenon

The Cuius Regio project aims at an historical analysis of a group of seven European regions, different from the
morphological, typological and historical point of view, in order to establish a comparison of the disruptive and
cohesive dynamics of each one of them, during a period of seven centuries, since the Middle Ages up to the end of
the Old Regime. The project, carried out in the scope of the European Science Foundation, counts with partners in
several European countries that are part of a network and it is coordinated in Portugal by Luis Adao da Fonseca.

LANDYN — Changes of land use and occupation in Continental Portugal: characterization, driving forces and future scenarios
The aims of this project, coordinated by Mario Caetano, are to provide an accurate depiction of the changes
regarding land use and occupation; to identify and understand the main forces driving these changes and to build
the main sets of changes until 2040; and to use that information for the study of energy demand and greenhouse
gases emissions and elimination. This is a project led by the Portuguese Geographic Institute, joined by CEPESE
through some of our researchers.

Medlieval Furope - Medlieval Cultures and Technological Resources

This is a project COST (European Cooperation in Science and Technology), held in partnership with various European
institutions. Maria Cristina Pimenta coordinates the Portuguese team and is a member of the Management
Committee of this project, which aims at the dissemination of technological resources relevant to research in the
field of Medieval History.

Honorary and Military Orders in Brazil and Portugal

This research project is being developed in the extent of the protocol signed between CEPESE and the Federal
University of Sao Paulo, coordinated, in Portugal, by Isabel Morgado, with the aim of studying the Military and
Honorary Orders with significance in these two geopolitical entities, disseminating the research done on these
Military and Religious Orders in Medieval Portugal, strengthening contacts between Brazilian and Portuguese
scientific academies, working to create shared platforms and organizing joint initiatives.

SIHER — Processes of Sedimentary Infilling and Holocene Evolution of the Ria Formosa Lagunar System

This project, coordinated by Tomasz Boski (University of the Algarve), aims at deepening the knowledge on the
magnitude and frequency of climate change and average sea level, as well as its capacity to shape the coastline,
also taking into consideration the consequences of human action carried out in those areas, thus contributing to the
production of more realistic forecasts on the coastline evolution. It is a project with a deeply interdisciplinary scope
resorting to joint analysis of data resulting from History, Geology, Geomorphology, Palaeontology, Sedimentology
and Geochemistry.

3.2.3. Research Projects concluded in 2011

The Economics of Corruption in Contemporary Portuguese Society

This Project, coordinated by Cristina de Abreu, in the scope of the partnership between CEPESE and the Portuguese
Criminal Police, is a multidisciplinary project, receiving contributions from different scientific areas — Economics,
Law, History, Public Administration, Sociology and Criminal Investigation — with the purpose of analysing the
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phenomenon of the corruption economics in the contemporary Portuguese society. The project aims, ultimately, at
the creation of an eclectic model, incorporating economic, legal, sociological and political variables, from a study
hypothesis: does corruption, as a phenomenon endemic to the Portuguese society, tend to self-perpetuating,
emerging as simultaneously endogenous and exogenous variable in a systemic context of analysis?

Values and their influence in Fashion Consumption

The Project "Values and their influence in Fashion Consumption”, coordinated by Isabel Cantista, aims to study the
impact of values and attitudes in the consumption of fashion, from a European perspective, besides trying to
establish a comparative analysis between the countries of the Western world and the so-called BRIC (Brazil, Russia,
India and China).

Santa Casa da Misericérdia de Vila Real. History and Heritage

This new Project, coordinated by Joaquim Jaime B. Ferreira-Alves and Fernando de Sousa, intends to present the
important role that the Misericdrdia (catholic beneficence institution) of Vila Real has played since its founding in
1528, in the social and humanitarian level, and draw attention to its relevant historical, artistic and documental
heritage in the wider context of the importance of the Misericrdias at various levels, both nationally and in the
Portuguese-speaking world.

3.3. International Seminars

A New Standard for Regional Historical Research (1)

Porto, 16 March 2011

This seminar, organized by CEPESE, through its Research Group "Medieval and Renaissance Studies, which took
place at the Faculty of Arts, University of Porto, was an activity of the Project "Cuius Regio — An Analysis of the
Cohesive and Disruptive Forces destining the Attachment of Groups of Persons to and the Cohesion with Regions as
a Historical Phenomenon", supported by the European Science Foundation. This event brought together the national
coordinators of the different groups of the project (Denmark, Spain, Estonia, Holland, Poland, Portugal, Czech
Republic and Romania).

International Seminar “Braganca, a European City”

Braganca, 29-30 September 2011

This Seminar aimed at understanding the city of Braganca as a complex social and political meeting between the
community and individuals; grasping what is centuries-old and highlighting the breakthroughs operated in the past
two centuries; accounting for the monumental, economic, social and individual urban space; drawing attention to
the traditions that define the city of Braganca; and reflecting on the feasibility of an application of the region
Zamora-Braganza as a World Heritage site.

7" International Seminar on Portuguese Emigration to Brazil

Séo Paulo and Santos, 7-10 November 2011

In 2011 it took place the seventh edition of the seminar series that CEPESE organizes annually in partnership with
Brazilian institutions, about Portuguese Emigration to Brazil. This action, held at the University of Sao Paulo, the
main institutional partner of the 2011 edition, brought together over forty researchers from various universities and
institutions from Portugal and Brazil, including ten CEPESE researchers. The papers presented were organized
around the following themes: Conceptual Issues; Identities; Sources and Approaches; Trajectories; Cultural
Contributions; Great Migrations; Wealth Flows; and Regional Contexts.

The Franciscans in the Portuguese World Il. The Venerable Third Order of St. Francis

Rio de Janeiro, 8-10 November 2011

CEPESE, together with the Catholic University of Rio de Janeiro and the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro,
organized the fifth Portuguese-Brazilian International Seminar, this time held in Rio de Janeiro, on the premises of
PUC-Rio, with the participation of Portuguese, Brazilian and Spanish experts, including a team composed of CEPESE
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researchers, coordinated by Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves. In this seminar, the Franciscan Third Order was analyzed
in several perspectives, namely as a promoter of artistic activity, often remarkable, associated with the construction
of structures for their own organization (chapel or church, house of dispatch and hospital).

International Conference NATO: New Threats and Challenges

Porto, 18 November 2011

This event followed the approval, in Lisbon, of a new strategic concept, when new challenges and threats against
NATO member states were identified, such as piracy, drug trade and illegal migrants. Portugal, a country with one
of the largest exclusive maritime zones of Europe is confronted with all these concerns. Hence, the issues of “Sea as
a component of NATO nation’s security” and “NATO’s maritime strategy” were discussed at this Conference. The
"Missile defense system” and its implementation, facing the objections of countries like Russia, were also discussed,
together with “the financial crisis and smart defense”. The Conference gathered experts from different areas:
Portuguese military, members of the diplomatic service, politicians and university scholars.

A New Standard for Regional Historical Research (1)

Porto, 19 March 2011

The second Seminar of this series organized by CEPESE's Research Group "Medieval and Renaissance Studies”, also
took place at the Faculty of Arts of the University of Porto, gathering several researchers from different European
countries that take part of the Project CUIS REGIO, taking the opportunity to make a balance of the research already
developed.

3.4. Publications

Populagdo e Sociedade no. 19

(ed.Conceicao Meireles Pereira)

In 2011, it was published the 19" volume of the journal Populacdo e Sociedade (Population and Society), dedicated
to the theme “The Italian Matrix in the Portuguese-Brazilian Art”, with the collaboration of Portuguese and
Brazilian specialists in Art History, all of them either researchers or collaborators at CEPESE, under the coordination
of Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves. In addition, this issue also presents papers on other themes, at the section Varia,
also authored by researchers CEPESE, book reviews and a news section. CEPESE journal integrates Latindex, the
information system for scientific journals from Latin America, Caribbean, Spain and Portugal, and the European
Reference Index for the Humanities (History), a joint initiative of the European Science Foundation and HERA —
Humanities in the European Research Area, which aims to identify excellence in research developed in Europe in the
framework of Humanities. All issues of our Journal are available in digital format at CEPESE Digital.

Santa Casa da Misericdrdia de Vila Real. History and Heritage

(coord. Fernando de Sousa e Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves)

This work presents the origins and evolution of the Misericérdia of Vila Real, the invaluable assistance it rendered
and its movable and architectonic heritage, detecting and classifying influences and artistic currents. The first part of
the work concerns the history of this Institution under an institutional point of view, its origins in the context of the
founding of the first Misericordias in the region, its institutional organization, establishment and management of
financial assets, the processions and festivities it held, its hospital, and characterization at the present time. In the
second part it is focused the art and heritage that the institution had and still has, its inmovable heritage, the
construction, evolution and current constitution, and finally an inventory of its valuable movable assets, including
jewelry pieces, paintings, furniture, sculpture and religious garments.

Governance of Public Organizations in Portugal: The emergence of different models

(Carlos Rodrigues)

This book focuses on the issue of "More State/Less State", since the State's role in the Portuguese society in recent
decades has focused on this dichotomy. In fact, this question also works as the division point of the so-called centre
of the political forces in Portugal. This book defends that such dichotomy could be overcome by a different design of
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the structures of public organizations. That is, the situation leading to a better State would result from a structural
design on which policy makers would be dependent on the decision of the proposals developed by the group of
technicians involved in the preparation of the decision process.

Maghreb, Islam and the Energy Relation of Portugal

(Catarina Mendes Leal)

This work aims to observe, analyze and understand political Islam, in expansion in the Maghreb, and that can
become a risk factor for the energy security of Portugal. The first part of this work focuses on the dynamics and risks
of instability in North Africa, covering the political, institutional, economic, demographic and political-religious
dimensions of the Maghreb, without forgetting inter-Maghreb and regional relations. The second Part is devoted to
the energy relation of Portugal, the strategic and institutional aspects of oil and natural gas worldwide and its
dimensions at a European level, as well as the organization of the energy value chain in Portugal, Morocco, Algeria
and Tunisia.

A Passport to the Promised Land

(coord. Fernando de Sousa, Isménia Martins, Lena Menezes, Izilda Matos, Nazaré Sarges, Susana Silva)

This book presents over thirty papers by Portuguese, Italian, Brazilian and Spanish experts, including near a dozen
CEPESE researchers. In this work, stand out as major themes the political discourse regarding emigration produced
by Portuguese and Brazilian authorities; the legal framework concerning emigration in Portugal and Brazil; the
Portuguese emigration to Brazil both from the mainland and the Azores; and a comparative analysis between the
Italian and Portuguese emigration to that destination, trying to detect the presence of foreign contributions for the
formation of contemporary Brazil.

Angola’s Forejgn Policy in the New International Context”,

(coord. José Francisco Pavia)

This volume presents a series of articles by experts in Foreign Policy and International Relations, in order to analyze
and foresee the positioning of the Angolan State as an emerging power in Africa throughout the process of
globalization, trying to highlight and understand the strategic vision of Angola in many areas, besides looking to
analyze their relationships with other Portuguese-speaking states, including Portugal. In this sense, it presents
papers that cover political, economic, international relations, geostrategic and security issues.

The Misericdrdia of Vila Real and the Misericdrdias in the Portuguese-Speaking World

(coord. Natalia Marinho Ferreira-Alves)

Gathering the contribution of renowned experts from Portugal, Spain and Brazil, this book brings together, in over
700 pages, the works presented in a scientific event organized by CEPESE, with the aim of raising awareness of the
important social and humanitarian role that the Misericérdia of Vila Real has played since its foundation, and
highlighting its exceptional historical, artistic and documentary heritage, in the broader context of the importance
that Misericordias had at various levels, both in Portugal and in the Portuguese-speaking world.

National Identity. Between theory and practice

(coord. Fatima Amante)

There is a true discursive explosion in recent years around the concept of Identity. Few aspects of contemporary life
have attracted this much attention from philosophers, historians and experts of social sciences and humanities.
Identity, cultural identity, national identity, the construction and affirmation of identity, the "territorial identity", a
source of violence and insurmountable demands and the crisis of identity are some of the issues and problems of
International Relations, Law, Culture, Politics, History and Sociology, which this book deals with, counting on the
collaboration of renowned Portuguese and foreign experts.

The State in Portugal (XII-XVI centuries)

(Judite Goncalves de Freitas)

This volume traces the evolution of political and social structures from Medieval Portugal until the dawn of the
Modern Era, trying to explain the roots of the political formation of the modern State by examining its main aspects:
the irradiation of the royal court; the creation and consolidation of central institutions; dynastic struggles; the
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emergence of local powers; territorial expansion; and the development of political culture. Based on the most
current studies, this work carries out a critical analysis of the correlation of forces established between the royal
power and political society in order to prove that a good part of the phenomena related to the emergence of the
State have its origins in late Middle Ages.

The Economics of Corruption in Contemporary Developed Societies ”

(coord. Cristina de Abreu)

This work focuses on the phenomenon of corruption in the contemporary world, established as one of the main
challenges of the international society of the twenty-first century, and one of the greatest threats to democratic
society. The book assumes that corruption and terrorism are two facets of the same reality. Both are acts that
undermine the universal principles of civilized people. Both are acts that undermine democracy, the rule of law,
institutions and citizens in general. Both aim to submit or modify the political, social, economic and environmental
structures of States. Both can be prepared and committed by isolated individuals, assuming, however, more severe
consequences when carried out by organized groups.

lberian Migration: Memory and Process Development

Poligons. Geography Journal

(coord. Jorge Arroteia, Ortelinda Barros Gongalves, Lorenzo Lopez Trigal)

This volume is a joint-publication by CEPESE and the Spanish Universities of Ledn, Salamanca and Valladolid,
gathering the works presented at the Seminar organized by CEPESE in collaboration with the University of Leon.
Bringing together the work of researchers from both countries, it analyzes Iberian migrations, that is, the emigration
of Portuguese to Spain and Spanish for Portugal, both in the historical context of its evolution, as in regard to its
current characterization.

3.5. Protocols

Throughout 2011, one protocol has been signed with a national entity and two with foreign institutions,
strengthening the institutional importance of CEPESE and the internationalization of our scientific activity.

3.5.1. National Protocols

University of the Algarve

CEPESE and the University of the Algarve signed in 2011 a cooperation protocol with the aim of promoting the
Research Project SIHER — Processes of Sedimentary Infilling and Holocene Evolution of the Ria Formosa Lagunar
System, developed by the University of Algarve with the participation of CEPESE , which aims to analyze the physical
and geological processes of that lagoon system, to which are added the effects of human activity.

3.5.2. International Protocols

Fluminense Federal University

CEPESE and the Fluminense Federal University (Rio de Janeiro), signed in the past year an agreement of academic
cooperation with the objective of promoting and encouraging the exchange of researchers between the two
institutions, the host of graduate and post-graduate students, the collaboration on projects of joint research, holding
conferences and seminars, and organizing joint activities.

University of Salamanca

In May 2011, it was signed a cooperation protocol between CEPESE and the University of Salamanca (Spain), in
order to carry out joint publications on different manifestations of the Spanish, Portuguese and Brazilian cultures,
and as well as promote the co-organization of cultural events and research activities aiming at the creation and
dissemination of technological knowledge.
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3.6. International Research Networks

Research Network Emigration Southern Europe / South America (REMESSAS)

After a decade of research carried out by Portuguese, Brazilian, Spanish and Italian experts, CEPESE decided it was
time to create a digital network that integrates and articulates research centres, institutions and researchers
involved in the two regions — South America and Southern Europe — concerned with the study of the great
international migrations that occurred between the two regions.

The construction of this network demands the creation of a new space of close cooperation, discussion and exchange
of ideas, knowledge and experiences in order to better strengthen, discuss, innovate and disseminate scientific research
in an theme that is fundamental for the understanding of a cultural heritage common to both regions, regarding the
society, economy, culture and mentality of the countries of Southern Europe and South America.

By establishing this network, CEPESE invited at this early stage several universities, institutes and centres with
which it has already established cooperation agreements, and still others who care about this goal and expressed
their intention to make part of it, and all the researchers who have collaborated with us or intend to cooperate.

European Consortium for Humanities Institutes & Centres (ECHIC)

Created recently at a meeting at Trinity College Dublin (23-25 February 2011), the European Consortium for Humanities
Institutes & Centres has in CEPESE one of its founding partners. Several renowned institutions and centres participate in
ECHIC, such as the Centre for the Humanities (Utrecht), the Trinity Long Room Hub (Dublin), University Paris-Diderot
(Paris 7), the Istituto Italiano di Scienza Umane (Florence), the Freiburg Institute for Advanced Studies, the Helsinki
Collegium for Advanced Studies, the Centre for Research in the Arts, Social Sciences and Humanities (Cambridge), the
Institute for Advanced Studies in the Humanities (Edinburgh), the Ljubljana Institute for the Humanities, the School of
Advanced Studies (London), the Scuola Superiore di Studi Umanistici (Bologna), the University College (London), the
Centre for Advanced Studies (Nottingham), and the Birkbeck Institute for the Humanities, Birkbeck College (London).
The consortium's main objectives are the dialogue with the European Science Foundation, the European Union and
other funding bodies and policy makers, on the need for research in the Humanities, being able to speak for the
Humanities and to develop a language for the promotion of Humanities-related Institutions at the European
universities; to organize an annual conference on the Humanities, along with a member institution, with the
involvement of key partners, including donors and policy makers, both at European and national levels; and to establish
a network throughout the EU with the purpose of lobbying for the Humanities in Europe, preparing joint projects and
initiatives, and establishing an effective network together with other international networks in the field of Humanities.
With this in mind, it is currently being prepared CEPESE’s membership at the Consortium of Humanities Centres and
Institutes (CHCI), a worldwide network of Centres and Institutes on Humanities, promoting the circulation of
information and "good practices” in the organization and management of centres on Humanities. At this point,
CHCI consists of 154 centres in America, Europe, Asia and the Pacific.

CARMEN - Co-operative for the Advancement of Research through a Medieval European Network

This international network has as its main objective the development of platforms for collaborative research in
Medieval History. CEPESE, by means of its researcher Maria Cristina Pimenta, monitors and disseminates the actions
carried out by the network, stressing the opportunities for the organization and participation in projects on an
international scale and the presence in marketplaces, where the scientific activities carried out by CEPESE in this
area are made known, thereby contributing to the international projection of both the Research Group Medieval and
Renaissance Studies and CEPESE itself.

3.7. Other information

Digital CEPESE

CEPESE Digital is already available (www.cepese.pt). It is an online platform, intuitive and easily accessible, with
several features at the service of our associates. Of the various aspects offered by this platform, we highlight the
Digital Documentation Centre, which includes several publications edited by CEPESE in pdf format, and that is
intended to offer of the works published by the Centre. It is also available a calendar of events, which highlights the
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main activities undertaken by CEPESE, several databases, a news section, and several useful documents, such as the
internal regulations, bylaws and activity reports.

It is our intention that CEPESE Digital becomes a platform for communication between CEPESE members, and
between them and the outside, allowing to present the results of their researches (including audio and video files),
to exchange views with other colleagues or to provide contacts, among many other possibilities. With this purpose,
all of our members have a personal page, where they place info such as contacts, productivity and CVs.

CEPESE Publications

CEPESE's most recent digital platform, entitled CEPESE Publications, is already at an advanced stage of
implementation, foreseeing its full operation in mid-2012. This platform will provide the bulk of the works published
by CEPESE, either together with to its publication on paper, or available exclusively in digital format. The books will
be offered in Flash, pdf and e-book formats, so that they can be read on different devices, including tablets and
smartphones. It will be possible to see the books online or download them. Printing is allowed, together with other
features, such as the introduction of bookmarks and notes. Among the advanced features that this platform will
present, we would like to highlight the search tool by title, author, subject and content (word or phrase), with the
platform itself being able to make suggestions of works similar to the one being consulted.

Portuguese Emigrateca
Portuguese Emigrateca is a digital platform for the promoting of scientific works on emigration issues, under the
coordination of Professor Jorge Arroteia, CEPESE researchers, available at www.emigrateca.org. The works are
grouped into four main descriptors:

a) Lusitanis in Diaspora;

b) Portugal and Europe;

¢) Hispanic, Mediterranean and International Migrations;

d) Migrations: Mobility Contexts and Human Development.

In addition to the texts already published, the platform includes links to several institutions that allow completing
the list of primary sources of information on international migrations. Its interconnection with CEPESE Digital and its
relation with the research and projects carried out by the Centre, as well as to other official sites, allow the
affirmation of this platform as a scientific repository specialized in the field of emigration.

CEPESE on Facebook

CEPESE is already present in the world's largest social network. All users of Facebook either associated to CEPESE or
not, can become fans of our page. Simply click the respective link on CEPESE Digital’s homepage, or do a search on
Facebook for CEPESE — Centro de Estudos da Populagdo, Economia e Sociedade. Soon, CEPESE page on Facebook
will be enriched with photos, events and discussion topics.

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VI. REPORT OF CEPESE’S EXTERNAL PERMANENT SCIENTIFIC ADVISORY COMMISSION

On April 13, 2012, CEPESE’s External Permanent Scientific Advisory Commission met at the Circulo Universitario of
Porto, to pronounce on the scientific activity developed in 2011 and the activity plan for 2012. The members present
at the Reunion prepared the following report, meanwhile signed and submitted to the Foundation for Science and
Technology:

Report of CEPESE's External Permanent Scientific Advisory Commission
regarding the activities carried out in 2011 and the Activity Plan for 2012

On April thirteenth two thousand and twelve, at three p.m, the Scientific Advisory Commission of the Research Centre for the
Study of the Population, Economy and Society (CEPESE), gathered in Porto, at the Circulo Universitario.

After the presentation of the Research Unit by its Coordinator and a meeting between each Coordinator of the different Research
Groups and the respective Scientific Advisory Commission members, the mentioned Commission, with previous knowledge of the
Report of Activities of the Centre and of the Report of Activities of the Research Groups regarding 2011, as well as of the Plan of
Activities foreseen for 2012 and of the CEPESE's Budget, produced the following report.

Report

Despite the economic difficulties, the wide range of topics that have been studied is characterized by the correct application of
methodologies of analysis in an effective focus and growing international cooperation, namely, the international networks
REMESSAS — Research Network on Emigration from Southern Europe to South America, and ECHIC — European Consortium for
Humanities Institutes & Centres; the mobility of CEPESE members abroad (seminars, collaboration in foreign publications, tutorial
work of Master, PhD and post-PhD researches) and other similar initiatives.

It is important to point out the outstanding dissemination of the achieved results, by means, among others, of its scientific journal
Populacdo e Sociedade and a high number of other publications, both digital and printed.

A special mention should be made to the online portals CEPESE Digital and CEPESE Publicacoes, the first gathering all the
institutional and scientific information referring to CEPESE, and the late with the e-books published by this Centre. In fact, the
Committee believes that this digital wage is the right course for the future.

One should also highlight the preoccupation to disseminate knowledge near society, particularly students, through the promotion
of the Initiation to Research Grants, despite the lack of specific funding by FCT for this initiative.

It was pointed out the vast amount and overall high quality of the scientific work (publications, research projects, international
seminars), as it can be seen at CEPESE's Scientific Report for 2011, even more considering the financial struggles affecting CEPESE.

On the other hand, we would like to underline the hosting of Brazilian, Spanish and Italian PhD and post-PhD researchers whom
have chosen CEPESE as host institution in Portugal.

Although the importance of the established protocols, whose numbers has increased during the last years, it should be made an
effort in the direction of their full operationalization and effectiveness.

The Committee welcomes the renewal of CEPESE's recent institutional image, which rendered more attractive its divulging
materials and its digital presentation.

The members of the Committee believe that the main challenge for 2012 regards the funding of the activities to be carried out.
Hence, it recommends maintaining the productivity amounts and quality registered during 2011, and continuing the activities
already in progress, for instance, by means of new collective partners, although it acknowledges that this is no easy task.

As for the Budget foreseen for funding CEPESE's Scientific Activity for 2012, although it is not yet known the amount to be granted
by FCT, due to the recent changes in the funding regulation, we understand that the sum foreseen by CEPESE is adequate to the
scientific activity planned, and it is welcomed the great effort made by CEPESE in order to find additional funding sources.
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With regard to the activities carried out by each Research Group, and once having examined the report of the Research Group
“Portuguese Foreign Relations” we are able to positively judge its scientific production. The source of this is judgment can be
traced in the importance of the publications, and their impact in the academic world, as well as in the opinion of the scientific
community and general society. One of the many positive aspects of this Research Group is the presence of scholars that own a
wide international experience in conventions, papers, scientific magazines. The most remarkable aspect of the RG is the extensive
and deep use of original and primary sources, both oral and written, that are scientifically quoted in all publications edited by
CEPESE. The RG objectives are always well determined and framed in scientific context. All the three international seminars
organized by the RG comply with the primary purpose to disseminate and spread the scientific results and knowledge gathered
during the research. Furthermore they tend to link the reconstruction of the historical events with the most important and urging
events of nowadays, focusing on political and social themes. The same approach has been used for the scientific production, that
is very well done and in some cases outstanding. All publications reflect the target of the research and are based on an
interdisciplinary approach (history, economy, sociology). It can be easily foreseen the same results in the works due to be
published in 2012 (three books). Lastly, it is suggested that connections with Spain should be developed through the Universities
of Valladolid and Salamanca, which have important research groups about Iberian Migrations to Latin America, and that such
connections are extended to the Group AHILA — Association with European Latin-Americanist Historians, in order to strengthen the
Portuguese presence in this Group.

As for the Research Group “Medieval and Renaissance Studies”, the Committee believes that this RG presents an important number
of researchers with a large projection in terms of research production, both national and international. It is also relevant the number
of PhD and Post-PhD guidance. The number of ongoing and quite active research projects, some of which integrating a high number
of Portuguese and Spanish researchers, deserves a special mention. Regarding the activities foreseen for 2012, besides continuing
the projects already in progress, it is foreseen an important calendar of international seminars. Among publications, the important
collection Militarium Ordinum Analecta will continue to be published, and in addition, the Research Group reveals a great interest
for the publication of original sources (for instance, the works of José Marques and Soto-Mayor Pizzarro.

In the Research Group "“Economics, Society and Politics”, it should be highlighted the quality of the scientific production and
particularly the high number of PhD theses under the supervision of senior researchers from this Group. It is also important to
mention the ongoing research projects, quite diverse in their nature. Considering the diversity of the scientific diversity of the RG
members, it is advised its restructuration around two major scientific areas, one around Economics, Politics and Institutions, and
the other focused on Society, Culture and Behaviour, that could originate two autonomous Research Groups. Finally, it is
suggested the strengthening of the research projects in different scientific areas and a particular attention to the scientific
productivity of some researchers.

The analysis of the Art and Cultural Heritage of Portugal Group file is extremely positive, as we can point out the academic highly
qualified level of the members, and the diversity of the performed tasks, in the research and in the publication fields, and also in
what concerns the orientation of Masters and Phd theses, and post-Phd researches. It is remarkable to look at the wide universe of
approaches and themes studied in the Portuguese History of Art, and the real contribution of these studies for a better knowledge
of the Art in the Portuguese Speaking World. We must point out as a most relevant fact the development given by the
redhistoriadobrasilyportugal allowing an international share of the researches performed by the Group members. All the objectives
concerning the Group performance for the year 2011 were accomplished, through seminars, master classes, and publications. The
Art and Cultural Heritage in Portugal Group is carrying out for the last years a very meticulous mapping of the artistic sources in
the northern region of the country, producing studies with a most relevant scientific and philological value. These studies, linked to
restrict areas (such as Lamego, Viseu, or Viana do Castelo, et.) and researching in a systematic way several themes like the
Franciscan Orders, and the artists and artisans from the North of Portugal and their work impact in Brazil, proved their importance
in the development of the Portuguese Historiography of Art. There is a great opportunity to divulge these specialized studies in the
local communities in order to build a better participation and knowledge of the populations towards their cultural heritage; on the
other hand, it will be extremely important to insert this expertise in the social and economic tissue, creating specialists in
communication and tourism making possible the local development and therefore integrating their artistic culture.

According to the report presented by the Research Group "Population and Foresight”, 2011 seemed to be the beginning of a new
transition stage toward a new object of study. However, the recent interest demonstrated about demographic and health
implications related to population ageing already gave its first results, as one can see by the aforementioned report.
Simultaneously, the research about Security and Population were continued, proved by the achievement of several international
seminars, the publication of three books and the defense of two PhD theses, among other activities. For 2012, it is foreseen the
enlargement and deepening of the research in the mentioned scientific areas.

With nothing further to discuss, the meeting was closed at six p.m., of which these minutes were drawn up, and after being read
was signed by all members of the External Permanent Scientific Advisory Committee of CEPESE present at the afore-mentioned
meeting.
